There is something about having a to-do list that can make 
a normal day much more productive.  A great way to start 

each day is by reviewing what needs to get done and then 

making a list to ensure these things get done. Each item 
can be checked off when completed and at the end of the 

day comes satisfaction in knowing the important items 
were dealt with.  
  

Tada Lists (tadalist.com) is an alternative to the paper lists 

that get tacked up on walls or stuffed into pockets and 
purses. Tada Lists is simple and free, a website that allows 

the easy creation of online lists that are accessible via 

laptop, tablet or smartphone.  Multiple lists can be created 
for calls to make, emails to send, shopping lists or lists of 

bills to pay. Items can easily be added and then checked 
off as they are completed.  For daily tasks items can be 

saved and then unchecked for the next day.   
  

Long term goals can also be created, stored and 
periodically reviewed to keep your business on track. It is 

also great for projects as different lists can be devoted to 

different aspects of the project and then shared with 
multiple people so they can be notified when an item is 

added or checked off. All in all list making can be a great 
boon to productivity.  
  

Other to-do list software exists but none is simpler to use 

than Tada Lists. If more features are desired then check 

some alternatives such as: Todist (todoist.com),  
Remember the Milk (rememberthemilk.com), Vitalist 

(vitalist.com), Nirvana (nirvanahq.com) and Evernote 
(evernote.com).
